Introductions:

General Project Discussion:

I reviewed the Gomez Park Community Garden group meeting on the 5th.,
covering attendance (10 from community organizations) and two city councilors, basic meeting content and discussion of the Centennial Garden Grant.

Scope of Bed Plans:
