Will the Recreation Department cover the costs of educational materials?

Limited

Will the City provide a web site for Community Gardening activities and information?

Information will be included on the Parks and Rec website

If so can Master Gardeners utilize that site for educational content?

I’ll ask you to help provide the information and we’ll post

Will Parks and Rec work with Master Gardeners to provide some method of onsite information and interpretation - some way for visitors to know what is happening, who is responsible and how to participate - it would need to be changeable to accommodate the planting schedule and bed content.

Yes, I anticipate putting up signage and a lockable bulletin board. Here again we’ll have to watch costs.
